»Kunigaiks¢iy Oginskiy ir Rietavo istorijos sgsajos*

Rietavo Oginskiy kultiiros istorijos muziejaus direktorius

Nuo 1763 m., kai Vitebsko (Baltarusija) vaivados Marcijono Oginskio siinus, biisimasis Traky
vaivada Tadas PranciSskus Oginskis prad¢jo valdyti Rietavo senitinija, Sio krasto istorija su
Oginskiy vardu buvo glaudziai susijusi dagiau nei 150 mety. Ypac ryskus istoriniy sgsajy
periodas prasidéjo XIX a. 4-ajame deSimtmetyje. 1833 m. Florencijoje mirus T. P. Oginskio
vaikaiciui, iSkiliam valstybés ir visuomenés veikéjui, diplomatui, kompozitoriui Mykolui
Kleopui Oginskiui (1765—-1833), visos Rietavo dvaro savininko teisés atiteko jo stinui Irenéjui
Oginskiui (1809-1863). Igyvendindamas tévo planus, 1835 m. jis Rietave pradéjo kurti
paskuting kunigaiki¢iy Oginskiy giminés rezidencija. Siuos darbus iki mirties tesé ir jo siinus
Bogdanas Oginskis (1848—-1909). (Tuo paciu metu Plungés mieste jspiidingg savo Seimos
dvaro sodybos ansamblj jkiir¢ B. Oginskio brolis Mykolas Mikalojus Markas Severinas
Oginskis (1800-1852).

Pasitelkus Fridricha Augusta Stiulerj, Herterj, Jokiiba Volerj, Ferdinanda Steinbarta, S. Bleka
ir kitus to meto architektus, Rietave 1835—-1874 m. buvo suformuotas vientisumu gars€jes
dvaro sodybos ir miesto architektiirinis urbanistinis ansamblis. Pietin¢je puséje dominavo
1853—1874 m. pastatyta neoromaninio stiliaus Sv. Mykolo arkangelo baznyg¢ia, $iaurinéje —
rezidencijos riimai su jspudingu oranzerijy kompleksu ir keturiy boksty (véliavos, laikrodzio,
vandens, palmiy) siluetais. Rietave padvelké Italijos miesty architektiiros dvasia. ISskirtiniy
bruozy Siam ansambliui teiké i rytus nuo rezidencijos riimy iSdriekusio 65 ha parko erdve su
dirbtiniy upeliy ir tvenkiniy sistema. 1855 m. dvaro sodyboje ir parke augo 95 ruSiy medziai,
106 rasys roziy, 72 rusys jurginy, taip pat daugybeé kity vietiniy ir introdukuoty augaly, sode
zydéjo 380 vaismedziy.

XIX a. IT puséje Rietavo Genius Loci, bene geriausiai apibiidina ¢ia kunigaiksciy Oginskiy
déka generuotas socialiniy pertvarkymy, Svietimo, kultiiros, mokslo ir technikos inovacijy
proverzis. Cia 1859 m. buvo jkurta pirmoji Lietuvoje zemés tikio arba agronomijos mokykla;
1872 m. — pirmoji SeSiameté muzikos mokykla; 1882 m. — nutiesta pirmoji Lietuvoje telefono
linija, sujungusi Oginskiy valdomus Rietavo ir Plungés dvarus su Tiskevi¢iy dvaru Kretingoje;
1892 m. Rietave pradéjo veikti pirmoji Lietuvoje viesa elektriné — Sv. Velyky ryta, balandzio
17-3ja, Rietavo baznycCioje pirmag karta nusvito 100 lempuciy elektros sietynas, tuo metu
vadintas ,,zirandoliu“, arba ,,Zerandeliu®“. Verta prisiminti, kad tik deSimtmeciu anksciau
pradéjo veikti pirmoji vieSa Niujorko elektring, ir elektra nusvito ,,Metropoliten® teatro
rumuose.

Bene svarbiausiu Rietavo socialinés pertvarkos pasiekimu laikytinas baudziavos panaikinimas
1835 m. (Tuo metu Lietuva okupavusi Rusijos imperija $iai reformai ryZosi tik po 26 mety).
Prasid¢jo kryptingas rastingy, savarankiskai gebanciy ikininkauti valstie¢iy luomo
formavimas. Tuo metu Rietavo dvaro valdos virsijo 65 tiikst. ha teritorijg, ¢ia gyveno daugiau
nei 28 tiikst. gyventojy. Sios reformos sékmé per pora desimtmeciy Rietava iskélé j pavyzdiniy
»Severo Zapadnyj kraj“ (taip tuomet vadinosi Lietuva, Baltarusija bei kitos vakarinés Rusijos
imperijos valdos) dvary sarasg. | platy inovacijy sarasa prasmingai jsikomponavo Lauryno



Ivinskio kalendoriy ,,Metskaitliai tkiski* leidyba, naslaiCiais likusiy vaiky ir vieniSy seneliy
prieglaudy statyba, taupomuyjy kasy, ligoninés, vaistinés, veterinarijos klinikos steigimas,
pirmyjy Lietuvoje tarptautiniy Zemés iikio parody organizavimas, Zemaiciy vyskupo Motiejaus
Valanciaus inicijuoto blaivybés sgjiidzio globa.

Beprasmiska biity
minéti visas Rietave kunigaiks¢iy Oginskiy diegtas inovacijas ir praradimus, jeigu pastaraisiais
deSimtmeciais ¢ia nebiity jsiSaknijes istorinés atminties ir kultiiros paveldo atgimimo procesas.

The Ties Between the History of Rietavas and the Dukes Oginski
Vytas Rutkauskas

Ever since 1763, when Tadeusz Franciszek Oginski, son of the Vitebsk (Belarus) Voivode
Marcjan Aleksander Oginski and future voivode of Trakai, ascended as the ruler of the Rietavas
Borough, the history of this land became closely entwined with the name Oginski for over 150
years. This connection became particularly pronounced in the 1830’s. Following the demise of
Michal Kleofas Oginski (1765-1833), Tadeusz Franciszek Oginski’s grandson and a
prominent statesman and public figure, diplomat, and composer, in Florence in 1833, all of the
rights of the Rietavas manor landlord passed on to his son Ireneusz Oginski (1809-1863). In
his pursuit of his father’s plans, in 1835 he started building the last residence of the Duke
Oginski family in Rietavas. His son Bogdan Oginski (1848—1909) continued this work until
his own death. (At the same time, an impressive ensemble of his family manor was being built
in Plungé by Bogdan’s brother Michal Mikotaj Oginski (1800-1852)).

Friedrich August Stiiler, Herter, Jakob Woller, Ferdinant Steinbart, Black, and other architects
of the period were engaged to create in Rietavas over the period between 1835 and 1874 an
urban architectural ensemble of town and manor known for its integrity. In the south, it was
dominated by the neo-Roman church of St Michael built in 1853—1874, in the north, by the
residence with its staggering arrangement of orangeries and silhouettes of four towers (flag,
clock, water, palm tree). Rietavas became permeated by the architectural spirit of Italian cities.
The unique features of this ensemble were the 65-hectare park with a man-made stream and a
pond system sprawling to the east of the residence manor. In 1855, the manor and park were
home to 95 species of trees, 106 species of roses, 72 species of dahlias, as well as a great many
other indigenous and foreign plants, there were 380 fruit trees growing in the garden.

The Rietavas Genius Loci of the second half of the 19" century is probably defined best by the
breakthrough in social reforms, education, culture, scientific and technological innovation that
began thanks to the Dukes Oginski. It was here that Lithuania’s first school of agriculture or
agronomics was established in 1859; the first six-year musical school, in 1872; the first landline
in Lithuania set up in 1882 to connect the Oginski manors in Rietavas and Plungé with the
TiSkevi¢ius manor in Kretinga; Lithuania’s first public power plant launched in 1892: on the
Easter morning of April 17, the Rietavas church chandelier of 100 bulbs, also known as a
girandelle at the time, went on for the very first time. It is worth remembering that the first



public power plant in New York had come online only a decade earlier, providing electrical
light to the Metropolitan Theatre.

The greatest achievement of the social reform in Rietavas most probably was the abolishment
of serfdom in 1835 (the Russian Empire, which had Lithuania occupied at the time, took a
plunge with this kind of reform only 26 years later). Focused efforts were being made to form
a class of literate peasants capable of engaging in self-sustained farming. At that time, the
possession of the Rietavas manor covered a territory of more than 65,000 hectares and had a
population of over 28,000. Owing to the success of this reform, it took a couple of decades for
Rietavas to make it to the list of the exemplary manors of the North-West Region (the then
name for Lithuania, Belarus, and other western possessions of the Russian Empire). The vast
array of innovations included the publishing of Metskaitliai Ukiski, a series of calendars by
Laurynas Ivinskis, the building of homes for orphans and the lonesome elderly, the
establishment of saving funds, a hospital, a veterinary clinic, the staging of Lithuania’s first
international agricultural shows, the patronage of the sobriety movement started by the
Samogitian Bishop Motiejus Valancius.

Unfortunately, the economic turmoil and intellectual decline that followed in the wake of
World War I had a devastating effect on further development of the Rietavas region, and on
the destiny of the Oginski cultural heritage in particular. The year 1917 saw the beginning of
the demolition of the dukes’ palace, which then spread to the orangeries and other valuable
structures; as a result, the whole lot became a wasteland in 1938. This run of bad luck continued
during World War II and under the Soviet regime as well. Rietavas in particular, and the whole
Lithuania in general suffered a major loss of the heritage of manor culture of the 20" century.
Losses of such an extent make one take a closer look to new revelations of historical memory.
Among other things, they carry reflections of the fundamental values of life that the Dukes
Oginski followed when they were building Rietavas. It would be pointless going through the
entire list of the innovations made by the Dukes Oginski as well as the losses suffered, if not
for the process of the revival of historical memory and cultural heritage that has taken root here
over the past few decades. That is one of the most prominent qualities of the Rietavas Genius
Loci as it exists today.

atvejus. Dél to testamentus galima laikyti savotiSkais konkrecios bajory giminés metrasciais,
seniausius laikus siekianCiy tos giminés genealoginiy ,,medziy‘ fragmentais.

Manor History as a Source of Genealogical Research and some of the Connections the
Oginskis had with the Nobility of the Siluva Region

The report highlights the exceptional relevance that estate history has to genealogical research.
When you think about it, it may seem that there is no such thing as ‘manor history’: there is
only the history of life and doings of the noble families that owned the particular manors. By
owning their manors, such families would practically demonstrate their social standing and
their historical merits that had been turned into manors. All genealogical research has to do is
capture it as a vital part of the history of that family.

Speaking about genealogical sources, the court books of the Samogitian Land and Castle from
the 17"-18™ century deserve a special mention as they contain all sorts of acts designed by
landlord noblemen, also known as the ‘law of the manor’, including the highly informative
wills of the noblemen. These wills provide insights into the constitution of the noblemen’s
families, their treasures, arms, household items and other assets, burial customs, sources of
manor acquisitions, persons with whom they had interactions, and sometimes into the public
activities of the noblemen: their funding for churches, priests’ households, chapels, old
people’s homes, schools, cases when they would grant parole to prisoners. As a result, the wills
can be seen as some kind of annals of a particular noblemen’s family, fragments of the family’s
genealogical ‘trees’ that go back to the ancient times. The wills as such were also something
that testified to the exclusive status of the noblemen: bondsmen would not write their wills.
By virtue of their high ranking on the public ladder and their riches, some noblemen were
related in various ways (often by blood) to the nobility in different Lithuanian regions, Siluva
included. The Oginskis were among them, and disclosing their relations with Siluva’s nobility
is the goal of this report. These relations, and matrimonial ties in particular, are relevant to
genealogical research, because marriage was the underlying cause why noblemen who owned
particular manors would change their family names, or surrender their manors to another noble
family to start its own ‘genealogical tree’ there. This is the object of an exclusive mission of
genealogical research, which is to transition from the history of manors to the history of the
particular persons who owned them, considering the manors as their temporary habitats and
means to an end. This is a transition from things to persons who acted through those things.

Patvirtinimg j Uoginty valda
valdovas suteiké ir Dmitrijaus stinui Bogdanui. Teis¢ tituluotis kunigaikSciais Sios giminés
atstovai Lietuvoje turé¢jo nuo 1547 m., o Lenkijoje — nuo 1628 m. Taciau jau X VI a. antrojoje
pus¢je Oginskiy giminé suskilo j dvi Sakas pagal du Bogdano Oginskio stinus: Motiejy ir
Teodora. Motiejus tapo Oginskiy ,kunigaikstiskosios* (,,didiky*) Sakos pradininku, o
Teodoras pradéjo ,,Breslaujos® (,,bajoriskaja*) Sios giminés Saka. ,,Bajoriskoji* Oginskiy
giminés Saka valdé Zemes, esancias ties Breslaujos pavieto ir Polocko vaivadijos riba, taciau
jos atstovy politinés veiklos horizontai nebuvo platis. Kitaip klostési kunigaikstiSkosios
giminés Sakos istorija. Kunigaiks§¢io Samuelio Levo (Leono) Oginskio (miré 1657 m.) stiniis
Jonas Jackus ir Simonas Karolis davé pradzig dviem giminés linijjoms. Oginskiy — didiky
pozicijas valstybéje jtvirtino Jonas Jackus Oginskis ir jo palikuonys, o Simono Karolio stinus
Marcijonas Mykolas (1672—1750), valdovo Stanislovo Les¢inskio Salininkas, jsikiirgs netoli
Vitebsko esaniame Marcijanove, jau titulavosi ,,grafu Maladecinoje, Zales¢je, Oborkuose ir
Izabeline®, visiSkai nebenaudodamas kunigaikscio titulo.

Kaip j giminés kilme, titulus ir jy naudojima vieSajame gyvenime zvelgé vienas i§ giliausia
kardininkas, paskutinis Lietuvos didysis izdininkas, 1794 m. sukilimo dalyvis, Rusijos
imperijos senatorius, memuaristas ir kompozitorius Mykolas Kleopas Oginskis (1765-1833),
iki Siol nebuvo placiau analizuota. PrieSingai, istoriografijoje jsitvirtino pozitris, kad XIX a.
pradzioje Oginskiams ,,akivaizdziai stigo sistemingy ir patikimy genealoginiy ziniy, kuriomis
labiau susiriipinta tik per bajorystés patikrinimg*“.

After they first made their appearance on the political scene of the Great Duchy of Lithuania
in the early 17™ century, the descendants of the dukes of Kozelsk, a small duchy in the upper
reaches of the Oka managed to ascend to a dominant position in the state of Lithuania and take
hold of the highest posts within the state in just a few generations. Genealogical studies of the
Oginski family show this family to originate from Ivan Hlushonok (died in 1510), one of the
dukes of the Smolensk region and a grandchild of Vasiliy Hlazina, who defected for the
Muscovite duke Ivan the 3™ in the late 15 century. During the wars between the state of
Lithuania and the Great Duchy of Moscow in the late 15" and in the 16™ century, Ivan
Hlushonok’s sons Dmitry and Ivan stayed in the Great Duchy of Lithuania and became the
progenitors of the Puzyna and the Oginski families. As both of them had hailed from the
Kozelsk Duchy in the upper reaches of the Oka, which the state of Lithuania lost in the end of
the 15™ century, members of this family called themselves ‘dukes in Kozelsk’ or dukes of
Kozelsk.

The duke of Kozelsk Dmitry Hlushonok received from Alexander, the Grand Duke of
Lithuania a privilege to the Uogintai manor near Kaunas, which gave his family its name. Some
sources refer to the ‘dukes in Kozelsk’ as the Oginskis back in 1555 already. Dmitry’s son
Bogdan received the Grand Duke’s affirmation to the Uogintai holding as well. Members of
this family obtained the right to be entitled dukes in Lithuania in 1547, and in Poland in 1628.
However, in the late 16™ century already the Oginiski family split into two branches after two
sons of Bogdan Oginski, Matthew and Theodor. Matthew became the initiator of the ‘duke
(magnate)’ branch, while Theodor started the ‘Braslaw (noblemen)’ branch of the family. The
‘noblemen’ branch of the Oginski family ruled the lands on the border of Braslaw powiat and
Polotsk voivodeship: Mogilno and Kolpino; however, they were not involved in politics very
much. The development of the history of the duke branch of the family followed quite a
different path. The sons of the Duke Samuel Leon Oginski (died in 1657), John Hyacinth and
Simon Charles started two family lines. The magnate positions of the Oginskis were
consolidated by John Hyacinth Oginski and his offspring, while Marcian Michael (1672—
1750), son of Simon Charles, an advocate of the ruler Stanislaus Leszczynski, a marshal of the
GDL general confederation, who abandoned the political scene in 1735 and resided in a village
near Vitebsk named Marcianov after him, already claimed the title of the ‘count of
Maladzyechna, Zalesye, Obodrka, and Izabelin’ with absolutely no reference to the title of a
duke.

The views that Michat Kleofas Oginski (1765—1833), a Lithuanian brother of the sword,
Lithuania’s last great treasurer, participant in the 1794 uprising, senator of the Russian empire,
author of memoirs, composer, and one of the most controversial Oginskis who has left a deepest
footprint in the course of history, had on familial ancestry, titles, and their use in public life
have not been analysed at length so far. On the contrary: historiographers widely believe that
in the early 19" century the Oginskis ‘clearly lacked structured and reliable genealogical
knowledge, something that only became a matter of concern during the validation of nobility’.
Based on the correspondence between Oginski and his wife Maria de Neri, this report will
attempt to reveal Oginski’s genealogical self-consciousness, his views on the society’s
segregation in terms of ancestry, and shed a new light on the activities of the Noblemen’s
Deputation that was tasked with performing obligatory validation of nobility in the regions of
the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth annexed to the Russian Empire.

FamilySearch started by saving books with records,
copying them by hand, then started to use and develop microfilm technology to preserve these
books wherever they were found, working side by side with archives and other institutions
around the world. Nowadays, records are captured digitally and readily made available online
at familysearch.org. But FamilySearch has gone beyond the simple process of preserving
records. Within FamilySearch, there is a powerful algorithm that performs amazing functions,

The 1772 Correspondence between Stanistaw August and Andrzej Oginski
Dr Jakub Bajer, Poland

The aim of the report is to present draft publication of a scientific source — the diplomatic
correspondence between King Stanistaw August and his closest companions and Andrzej
Oginski, Lithuania’s referend and envoy of the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth, dated 1772.
The last monarch’s correspondence with the referend Oginski is a primary source, which
provides insights into the sightlines of the ruler’s foreign policy at the time of great drama: the
invasion of the Austrian army into the lands of the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth. The
invading army joined forces with the Prussian and Russian troops that had already been
deployed there for months. Thanks to the disinformation from the Vienna court, the invading
troops were being presented to the king as friendly and even as allies. Allegedly, they were
supposed to peacefully soothe the Commonwealth after it had been made incandescent by the
Bar Confederation, and rid its territory of the Prussian military.
